This "looping
effect" allows him to build up a song by playing rhythm guitar, lead guitar, bass guitar,
and even tap on his guitar to produce a drum sound. When the whole process is
complete, it sounds as if a full band was on stage. He also uses this process on his
voice, harmonizing with himself. The whole process is done in front of the audience in
real time as opposed to pre-recording - a common misconception among audience
members seeing Day for the first time.
